IMPROVEMENT WORKS Robertsbridge Level Crossing (Brightling Road) Safety Enhancement Works 

 

As a close neighbour to Robertsbridge Level Crossing I would like to update you on the Level Crossing renewal work due to take place.  The works will improve safety and reliability bringing this crossing up to the latest standards using 21st century technology.  

The next major stage of the works is to replace the Level Crossing furniture, including barriers/barrier machines, road traffic lights, Level Crossing lighting and CCTV. This all needs to be integrated into the railway signalling equipment and requires a number of Road and Rail closures whilst we install and test this equipment.  

The following Road closures have been booked and agreed with the Council and we have worked hard programming the works to cause the least inconvenience as possible.

Robertsbridge Level Crossing 

Completely closed to all traffic – 

· 21:00 – 06:00 from 6 – 20 February 2016.
· 22:00 on 20 February until 10:00 on 21 February.

· 21:00 – 06:00 on 21 and 22 February.

· During the full road closures the station footbridge will be available to pedestrians.  For those unable to use the footbridge there will be a member of staff at each side of the crossing to escort people across. There will be a slight delay whilst the crossing attendant ensures that it is safe to cross.

Half road closure with ‘Stop and Go’ boards – 

· 06:00 – 21:00 7- 20 February.

· 10:00 – 21:00 21 February.

· 06:00 – 21:00 22 February.

Parking bay suspensions – 

· From 6 February until 22 February parking bays along Station Road will be suspended to aide with traffic flow during the half road closures.

Throughout the works a diversionary route will be available and signed. Qualified staff will be manning the Level Crossings 24hours a day.  

Our Contractor Amey Rail will be working from 8am to 6pm and some nights during this period. The nature of our work means some disturbance is unavoidable, but please be assured that every effort is made to minimise any unnecessary noise. Furthermore, those working on site are briefed on working responsibly in the local community.
